Shooting & Hunting Sports: Each year, the
Chapter organizes and sponsors a number of shooting
activities. These include an annual CC-SCI Sporting
Clays Invitational Event,
the 4-H Invitational Sport-
ing Clays Tournament, the
OFriends of Astled Sporting
Clays Competition, among
others.

In addition, the Chapter
holds an annual quail and
pheasant shoot and par-

ticipates in several European tower shoots
(pheasants and duck) on the Blackwater. Members are
welcome to attend any of these events. Occasionally
there are special hunting evenings such as 0An Evening
with Craig Boddington,d a recent event that reviewed
the art of African Buffalo hunting.
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CC-SCI is noted for having created a truly national
facility for disabled hunters at the Blackwater Nation-
al Wildlife Refuge. In cooperation with the oFriends
of Blackwater,6 U.S. Fish
& Wildlife Service and the
Maryland Paralyzed Veter-
anis Associaton (PVA), the
Chapter created a special
hunting facility on the ref-
uge for disabled hunters. The
facility provides them access

to some of the best white tail deer hunting on the East-
ern Shore and some of the best silka deer hunting in
the country.

Protecting Hunting Rights: The Chapter is
very active in protecting hunting rights in Maryland
through the support of SCI national resources and its
own initiative. It is a very active supporter and par-
ticipant in the Maryland Sportsmenis Caucus, the
Congressional Sportsmenis Caucus, and the National
Association of Interstate Sportsmenis Caucuses.
CC-SCl is very fortunate to have on its Board of Direc-
tors, the co-chair of the Maryland Sportsmenis Cau-
cus and the President of the National Association of
Sportsmenis Caucuses. These bodies have been instru-
mental in dealing with such issues as Sunday hunting,
mute swan problem, bear hunting and other impor-
tant issues to MD hunters.

SCI Representation: The chapter is well-repre-
sented, not only in the various sportsmenis caucuses,
but within SCI. The Chapter President is a Director of
SCI and the Chapter has members on the SCI Execu-
tive Committee, Membership Committee and Trophy
Measurement Committee. It also has four fully quali-
ped Master Measurers among its members.

Communications: CC-SCI publishes a quarter-
ly newsletter 0Chesapeake Chatter,6 covering club
activities, agenda, membersi news and other informa-
tion. In addition, the Chapter maintains its own web
site, www.chesapeakesci.org.
